Letter from a current faculty member to attest to the applicant’s qualifications.

Two (2) Personal Recommendations of business or professional persons in the applicant’s
home city, not related to the applicant, who are qualified to attest to the character,
intellectual ability, adaptability, seriousness of purpose, diligence, ability to communicate
ideas, future potential, and fitness for receiving a scholarship. (Can be past employers or
teachers)

Rotary Club endorsement — not required but helpful (page 4 of the application can be
endorsed by a Rotary Club member in your home country)

Verification of the necessary documents for international travel such as a copy of the passport
ID page or visa.

A recent passport style photograph.

**All applicants should have at least one academic year left in their program of study.
Application materials MUST be submitted to Ms. Carol Solko-Olliff, Rotary Scholarship Chair at
the address listed below by the application deadline of April 17, 2020 for you to be considered
for the scholarship.
